SCHOOL BUSINESS: 

Ellie Lamberson Day: Ellie was born with Crouzon’s which is a rare 

form of Craniosynostosis. The condition only affects the bones in her 

mid-face and skull. This caused her sutures to prematurely close as an 

infant. At the age of 2, she underwent Chiari Decompression Surgery 

and a Cranial Vault Reconstruction to open her sutures and allow her 

brain more room to grow. She has annual MRI's and sleep studies to 

monitor her progress. Her most recent MRI indicated increased 

cranial pressure, which means she will have to undergo a 2nd Cranial 

Vault Reconstruction. If the increased cranial pressure is not relieved 

soon enough, this could result in loss of eyesight. She will be traveling 

to Dallas, TX this coming Spring. On March 2nd, we are coming 

together as a school family to support Ellie by wearing purple or 

bright-colored NON-UNIFORM DRESS CLOTHES (see below for 

clarification). Dress code policy will still be in place.

Non-Uniform Dress Code Days: A non-uniform dress code day is a 

special event that happens throughout the school year. During those 

days, students may wear non-dress code tops and/or bottoms, 

including jeans that are appropriate for school (no rips, holes etc.) 

with proper length and fit as designated in the regular dress code 

attire. Shorts and skirts should be no more than three (3) inches above 

the knee. Leggings are not allowed unless worn under a skirt or 

dress. Tank tops and shirts with spaghetti straps are not allowed 

unless worn over another shirt. Shirts that expose the abdomen, back, 

etc. are inappropriate and are not allowed to be worn to school. 

HOODED SWEATSHIRTS ARE NOT ALLOWED. The regular 

school dress code applies for shoes, jewelry, hair, etc. on non-uniform 

days.  

 

Spirit Day Reminder: Friday, March 6th students may wear their SPIRIT DAY 

shirt with NON-DRESS CODE BOTTOMS. No leggings, jeans should not 

have rips, holes, shorts, and skirts should be no more than three (3) inches 

above the knee.

During this time, 

priority ranking will expire and acceptance will be determined by the 

date/time that the application was completed, payment made and 

submitted.
